Getting into RC Helicopters - The many possible paths to success:
Things to look for in your first heli

1. Parts availability: you will probably crash it; canyou get the parts to fix it?

2. Arethere local fliers with working knowledge of the particular model you are looking at?

3. Growth potential for whatever floats your boat; for example, do you want to get into scale, or 3D aerobatics?

4. It is not recommended for a novice with no help to go for anything bigger than a 30-or 50-size machine. If you have
an experienced pilot to help you out, it is likely that he (or in a rare case, she) will already be comfortable with a
particular heli, radio, gyro, etc., so for this reason it is recommended to seek out help before you make your initial
purchase. Your new instructor should also be able to explain why youmay want to go ahead and get that certain
radio, but why you should hold off on getting that 90-size whopper with all the metal and carbon fblingo

There is no"best" path to follow into the RC helicopter hobby, and every pilot will tell you a different story for how they got to
where they are. The suggested paths to success listed here are meant to sene as a general guide, and you can pick and
choose what looks like fun. Many people enjoy the process of starting small and mowving up into the more intimidating
machines, while others will remain satisfied with small models; and then there are those of us, "like myself*, who want
nothing to do with small but want to jump right in with the big dogs.

It is always a good idea to use a simulator. Of course you can learn to fly without a simulator, and some of the best pilots out
there never used one, but you will spend a lot more money than need be. If you practice on the simulator and use itto try
new things, you can limit yourself to flying maneuwvers in real life that you already figured out. You should be able to stay
within your comfort zone and minimize mishaps. You never use up the effectiveness of the simulator; it is always avaluable
training tool that you can return to when looking for that comfort zone on a new maneuver.

Make sure to check with the experienced pilots that your heli is setup correctly. The most important thing is to stay safe, and
hawve fun!
